d. _____ Social security numbers for spouse and dependent children 
 
e. _____ Copies of prior DD214’s and current retirement / ets orders if available 
 
f. _____ All divorce decrees for spouse and self (if applicable) 

 
g. _____ Marriage license (current) 

 
h. _____ Direct deposit information bank name, routing and account  # (voided check is a good idea)
