LEAVE

You accrue 2.5 days leave monthly.  The amount of leave you are authorized en-route to your next duty station is dependent on whether it is stateside (CONUS) or overseas (OCONUS).

1. CONUS Assignments:  You are authorized to take up to 10 days of leave.   Your PCS orders will have the actual reporting date.  You must report to that duty station on or prior to that date.  

2. OCONUS Assignments: You are authorized up to 14 days leave.  You will know your port call (overseas travel arrangements) prior to leaving Fort Knox.  

If an emergency occurs while you are on leave call the Army Travelers Assistance Center (ATAC) at 1-800-582-5552.
OVERSEAS TOUR SELECTION

The tour length is dependent on location and whether or not married soldiers want to bring their families with them (an accompanied tour).  

1. EUROPE, ALASKA OR HAWAII:  Single Soldiers tour is 24 months.  Married Soldiers can elect a 24 month unaccompanied tour or a 36 month accompanied tour.

2. KOREA:  All tours are 12 months unaccompanied.  
ASSIGNMENT INCENTIVE PAY (KOREA ONLY) 

The AIP Program provided incentives for Soldiers on assignment to Korea to extend their tours in Korea from 12 to 24 months. The Soldiers on orders to Korea are given the options to “DECLINE AIP” or indicate their “INTENT TO VOLUNTEER FOR AIP”. Soldiers are not committed for AIP until the DA Form 4187 (Personnel Action) is signed upon arrival in Korea.  Soldiers may decline AIP upon arrival in Korea regardless if they volunteered prior to their arrival. 

The incentive payment of $300 per month will begin when the Soldier arrives in Korea and signs the DA Form 4187, Personnel Action, during in-processing.
EXCEPTIONAL FAMILY MEMBER PROGRAM (efmp)
All married and soldiers with dependents will complete the EFMP screening form DA Form 5888 (Family Member Deployment Screening Sheet).  EFMP is designed to ensure that family members with disabilities or special needs receive the care or services necessary to meet their basic needs.  Family members who are eligible for this program includes:

· Mentally or physically handicapped

· Requiring specialized medical care and/or therapy

· Examples such as Downs Syndrome, Lupus, Leukemia, Chronic Asthma, Cerebral Palsy, and various other medical conditions.  

This is a consideration each time the sponsor is reassigned.  EFMP ensures that the soldier is assigned to an area or post where the needs of the family member can be properly met.  
MARRIED ARMY COUPLES PROGRAM (MACP)
Two active duty Soldiers that are married to one another can enroll in the MACP.  This program enables the couple to establish a common household, which is known as joint domicile.  The Army will consider both spouses when making duty assignments.
HOMETOWN RECRUITER ASSISTANCE PROGRAM (HRAP)
This program allows qualified IET graduates to go to their hometowns and work with Recruiters. You can get up to 20 days of permissive TDY to share your Army experiences with your friends and peers back home.  Permissive TDY means these days are not charged against accrued leave, however all expenses incurred are the responsibility of the soldier.  Basic qualifications are as follows:

· Under the age of 25 years old

· Possess at least a high school diploma or equivalent.

· Able to provide your own transportation and work within 50 miles of the recruiting station.  

· Display exceptional military bearing and have an impeccable appearance.  

PORT OF EMBARKATION SELECTION
For Soldiers going overseas, you must select the airport that you wish to leave from.  It is your responsibility to get to this airport.  

EUROPE:  Atlanta Airport or Baltimore/Washington Int. 

KOREA, ALASKA OR HAWAII:  Seattle or Los Angeles Airport

TRAVEL/TRANSPORTATION 
Stateside Assignments:  You will receive travel pay and per diem.  If you want a travel pay advance, it must be requested 3 weeks prior to graduation.
Overseas:  You can choose to receive travel pay, which means you are responsible for making arrangements to arrive at your Port Call.  Or you can choose to receive a ticket with arrangements already made.  The ticket will be from Louisville, KY to your Port Call. 

PERSONAL PROPERTY

The government will ship your household goods from your home of record or place you entered Active Duty to your next duty station.  There are weight restrictions that are dependent on your rank and destination.  You can also arrange to have your items placed in Temporary Storage.

Overseas:  On your flight, you can take 2 pieces of luggage.  They can not exceed 50 lbs and 62 linear inches.  A duffle bag can be substituted for one piece of luggage regardless of weight.

FAMILY MEMBER TRAVEL

Authorized family member travel will be paid at your gaining installation. 

Family members must be Command Sponsored to join you on an OCONUS assignment. They must obtain a Government No Fee Passport.  These passports are obtained through the nearest major military installation passport issuing agency.
