SUBJECT:  Elimination of Military Personnel Records Jacket (MPRJ) DA Form 201-Phase III (Active Army Enlisted Soldiers)
1.  Reference: AR 600-8-104, Military Personnel Information Management/Records, 22 June 2004. 

2.  The updated version of AR 600-8-104, announced the elimination of the MPRJ for all Active Army Enlisted Soldiers. The Army’s three phase plan for the elimination of the Military Personnel Records Jacket (MPRJ) for all Active Army Soldiers was initially announced on 23 May 1995.  Phase I eliminated the filing of 47 documents in the MPRJ and was executed on 25 June 1995. Phase II eliminated the MPRJ for all Active Army Officers and was completed on 1 September 1996.  

3.  Effective 22 July 2004, the MPRJ for Active Army enlisted Soldiers will no longer be initiated or maintained subject to the following guidance:

a. Personnel records work centers will use a manila folder to create/maintain a Military Personnel File (MPF) that consists of the four documents listed below.  These documents are designated as transfer documents and will move with the Soldier upon PCS.  


(1) Enlisted Records Brief (ERB)

(2) Record of Emergency Data (DD FM 93)


(3) Servicemen’s Group Life Insurance Election and Certificate (SGLV 8286)
(4) Enlistment/Reenlistment Documents (DD Form 4’s with allied documents)


b. Personnel records work centers will verify the security clearance data for all Active Army Soldiers in Section II of the ERB and ORB.  Once the data is validated and /or updated the DD Form 873 will be removed from the MPRJ and transferred to the Soldier’s unit S-2 for file. It is the S-2’s responsibility to ensure the 873 is either given to the Soldier or provided to the Out-processing section prior to the Soldier’s departure from this installation. 

c. A thorough joint audit between the records clerk and the Soldier will be completed prior to returning the remaining documents to the Soldier.


d. The DA Form 2-1, Personnel Qualification Record, and the DA Form 2-2, Insert to Personnel Qualification Record of Court-Martial convictions will be transmitted to EREC by the MPD.  These documents will be filed in the “Service” section of the OMPF. The 2-1 will then be returned to the Soldier.
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e.  Transfer documents (excluding the DA Forms 2-1 and 2-2) listed in table 6-2, AR 600-8-104, together with documents listed in paragraph 3 (a) of this memorandum will be placed in an envelope and given to the Soldier upon out-processing.  Soldiers will be instructed to hand-carry the transfer documents to the new duty station for in-processing.
