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FACT SHEET

SUBJECT: Post - CGover nnment Enpl oynent

1. PURPCSE. To informsoldiers |eaving active duty of the guide-
lines and restrictions on enploynent after |eaving the governnent.

2. FACTS.

a. As the Arny's drawdown conti nues, increasing nunbers of
officers are leaving the Arny. Mny of these officers will seek
enpl oynent after fulfilling their active duty obligation.

b. No federal |aw or regulation precludes officers from being
enpl oyed by a donestic corporation or concern doing business with
t he Governnent. However, activities are prohibited that give the
appear ance of making unfair use or prior governnent enploynent and
affiliations. (Many of these prohibitions do not apply to enlisted
per sonnel .)

c. A former officer is permanently prohibited fromrepresenting
anyone other than the United States in connection with a matter in
which the former officer participated personally and substantially
for the Government. Additionally, for two years a fornmer officer
may not represent anyone other than the United States in connection
with a particular matter that was pending under the forner officer's
"official responsibility.” The matter nust have been under the
officer's official responsibility within a period of one year prior
to termnation of governnment enpl oynent.

d. "Oficial responsibility" nmeans the direct adm nistrative or
operating authority, whether internediate or final, and either exer-
cisable alone or with others, either personally or through subordi -
nates, to approve, disapprove, or otherw se direct Governnent
action.
