MANDATORY ENVIRONMENTAL TRAINING

1.  Environmental training will consist of a block of training pertaining too pertinent 

Environmental issues.  At a minimum this will include spill control procedures and countermeasures, hazardous materials, hazardous waste, hazardous communication, storm water pollution prevention, wastewater pretreatment, and recycling of materials. This block of training will is currently offered on a quarterly basis. All ECOs must attend and complete the entire block of training annually.  Miscellaneous Environmental Officers must attend the appropriate annual training as herein defined.

2.  All Storm Water Pollution Prevention appointees must attend annual Storm Water                           

Training. As previously noted, this training will be given as part of the annual environmental training for ECOs. Storm Water Pollution Prevention officers will only    

Need to attend the storm water portion of the annual training, unless they are also the primary/alternate ECOs for the unit.

3. All Wastewater Pretreatment and Recycle officers are required to attend and complete the environmental training that is outlined below in paragraph 6 on an annual basis.

4.  All personnel handling Hazardous Waste must attend the appropriate annual training listed below or contact the environmental management division at 4-3629 and schedule Hazardous Waste Training. 

5. All ECOs are required to receive Hazardous Communication training from the safety office.  

6. To schedule training for Asbestos (brake shoes, and general awareness), and Hazardous Waste disposal procedures contact EMD at 624-3629/4654.

7.  Listed below is a general outline of the environmental training and who needs to                       

attend:

     DAY 1 General Environmental Training  0800-1700 hrs.  All ECOs, Wastewater Pretreatment, and Recycle appointees.

     DAY 2  Hazardous Waste Training 0800-1200.  All ECOs and anyone working with hazardous waste must attend this training. Also all POL Handlers-spill response training 

only

     DAY 3  Storm Water Pollution Prevention Training 1300-1700.  All ECOs and storm water appointees.

     DAY 4  On site training and observations.  All ECOs

     DAY 5  General Environmental Training 0800-1200.  All ECOs.
