Solid Waste Management/Landfills

The Directorate of Base Operations Support, Environmental Management Division manages the solid waste program at Fort Knox.  
Refuse/trash generated on-post by family housing, dining facilities, administrative and maintenance facilities is collected by a contractor, currently Red River Services, and hauled off-post for disposal at the Outer Loop Recycling and Disposal Facility located in Louisville, Kentucky.  Yard waste (grass clippings and leaves) will be picked up by the refuse contractor beginning 1 August 2003.     
Fort Knox operates by contract, (Red River Services) a state permitted Construction/Demolition Debris (C/DD) Landfill located on Baker Road.  C/DD is waste generated from construction, demolition, and renovation operations conducted on Fort Knox.  Storm related debris is also considered C/DD.  No waste from outside the reservation boundary is accepted at the landfill.  Contractors, units, government employees, and residents of family housing may utilize the landfill and must haul their own waste to the facility.  
Fort Knox operates three storage facilities for used tires.  Used tires (generated on Fort Knox only) can be taken to the landfill, Auto Craft Shop, or to the Boatwright Maintenance Complex for permitted storage awaiting pickup by a contractor that recycles tires.
