
SPILL PREVENTION, CONTROL AND COUNTERMEASURES PROCEDURES

(SPCCP)

The purpose of Section 4 is to provide guidance for the safe and effective response to spills or releases.

1.  Spill Prevention 

      a.  As part of the SPCCP, each unit will have their own site specific spill contingency plan (SCP).  The SCP provides procedures, methods and other requirements to prevent, or minimize the potential for spills/releases into the environment and how to respond to a spill. The unit SCP will serve as the unit SOP. The unit SCP contains the details for performing the following functions:

     b.  The unit Environmental Compliance Officer (ECO) is responsible for the

1.  Implementing and updating the SCP


2.  Inspections


3.  Making sure clean-up material is available


4. Training


5. Maintaining training and inspection records

       c.  Spill Prevention Procedures include the following:


1.  Inspections


2.  Security Measures


3.  Good Housekeeping


4.  Flow Prediction


5.  Spill Prevention Training

2.  Spill Response and Reporting

         We must take upon ourselves the responsibility to protect and enhance our environment. At one time or another we may be in a situation in which a pollutant is unavoidably released into the environment.  Quick action and reporting will minimize the impact of these releases.

a.  The Spill Response Flow Diagram on the next page provides an outline for        


       responding to spills.  This information is contained in detail in each unit's       


       SCP.
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b.  As noted the Spill Response Flow Diagram provides overall decision-making information. In order to provide more detailed response and reporting guidelines, Fort Knox further defines spills into the below three categories.  Paragraph 3 in the units SCP 

provides detailed responding and reporting information for each of the three-spill categories.



1.  Incidental



2.  Significant



3.  Major

c. Regardless of where a spill or release occurs (motor pool, range, etc.); any unit or individual observing a spill or release of a POL product or hazardous substance shall immediately notify the Facility Manager (FM) or Officer in Charge (OIC). The FM/OIC should then utilize the Response Flow Diagram on page 23."Determine if the spill is a threat to human health and/or to the environment" 

(1) If the release is not a threat to human health or to the environment, the Facility Manager/OIC will per paragraph 3.1 of the SCP notify EMD and the Fire Department.  The unit is responsible for cleaning up the spill in accordance with the unit SCP.  If the release exceeds the capability of the unit, request assistance from DBOS.

            (2) If the release is a threat to humans or to the environment, then the Facility Manager/officer in charge will per paragraph 3.1 of the SCP immediately notify the Fire Department and the EMD and provide the information required on the Spill Incident Report Form.  The unit should implement their countermeasure program contained in their SCP for the category of spill and then wait for the Emergency Response Team to arrive to clean up the spill.

            (3) Spill response training is critical  - Paragraph 3.4 of the SCP contains flow prediction information, i.e. flow patterns and location of interior floor drains.  Drainage runoff patterns indicate the probable route that spills or releases will take.   Appendix A of the unit SCP contains a site map indicating drainage runoff patterns. Units are responsible for providing adequate training to their personnel in order that all personnel are familiar with their site drainage patterns and location of interior floor drains.  Knowing site drainage patterns and locations of interior floor drains can be extremely useful in preventing a spill or release from reaching the environment and/or endangering human life.


(4) All units will have an Emergency Spill Response Procedures form posted in all areas that could potentially have a spill.  These forms can be found in Appendix D of the SCP.  These forms should be completely filled out before being posted.

             (5) Reporting Information. Oral and written reporting requirements are contained in paragraphs 3.1 and 3.6 of the SCP. The Environmental Management Division (EMD) and the Fire Department are available 24 hours a day 7 days a week for spill or release response.  After 1700 on weekdays and on weekends the EMD can be reached through 

the DBOS work order section. Information required for oral reporting is outlined on the SPILL INCIDENT REPORT attached to the end of this section.  The following telephone numbers should be used for reporting spills or releases:

(6) The EMD is responsible for reporting any illegal releases or spills occurring on the installation to state, federal and local agencies; therefore, it is essential to report timely information involving a spill. The EMD personnel are trained in spill reporting; and, are available for assistance for spill response or other environmental guidance.             

3.  Spill Response in Training Areas.

      a.  Spill equipment and materials are required on ranges and training areas. All units are required to have the capability to immediately capture and contain a predetermined amount of 100 gallons of POL product released by their unit.  The following list of equipment and materials is required for all units using training areas on the Fort Knox installation:

            (1) A commercial spill kit designed for absorbing POL products.


(2) Containers to place contaminated spill absorbent material- 55 gal drums w/lids or equivalent.


(3) An appropriate supply of oil absorbent material to respond to a release of 100 gallons of POL product. 


(4) Enough shovels, brooms & picks to sweep, dig up and/or build a berm to contain a spill of 100 gallons.  


(5) A supply of plastic sheeting to cover a spill area of approximately 200 square feet.


(6) A sufficient number of drip pans to place under all vehicles. 


(7) A supply of plastic bags for contaminated oil absorbent.

      b.  The spill equipment and materials must be readily available for quick access; and, therefore, must be stored near or on the training site.

     c.  Commercial spill kits are available through private companies and vary in size.  The size of the spill kit required on-site is dependent on the type of equipment used in the training exercise.  Replacement materials for the kits are available through the same sources.  The responsibility for replenishing the supply of exhausted materials is the responsibility of the individual unit.

      d.  All units should maintain a sufficient supply of spill absorbent materials and equipment to fulfill their particular needs and support their mission.

      e.  All contaminated materials are to be disposed of at the Fort Knox Landfill.

      f.  Range Division will instruct all units of their responsibility for spill response and reporting, prior to allowing them to use training areas.  The following response procedures should be adhered to:

            (1) IMMEDIATELY REPORT THE SPILL TO:


     (a) Range Division 


     (b) The Fort Knox Fire Department.


     (c) The Fort Knox Environmental Management Division.


            (2) Follow the procedures in paragraphs 2C2 or 2C3 of this Section.

        g.  Range Division will maintain a back‑up supply of Spill Response Materials to allow units to continue training if the unit has exhausted their own supply of materials.  In order to minimize retrieval time, these materials are strategically located at Yano Range, Cedar Creek Range, St Vith, etc.  If units use spill supplies from Range Division they must reimburse Range Division for the cost of these items.

4. The Spill Incident Report Form attached to the end of section must be used for unit spill record keeping.  The report must also be submitted to EMD or the Fire Department upon request.
