SERVICES.  DURING DUTY HOURS REGISTRATION IS CONDUCTED AT ONE-STOP VEHICLE/WEAPONS REGISTRATION OFFICE (BLDG 1384, 1st FLOOR). 
DURING NON-DUTY HOURS REGISTRATION IS CONDUCTED AT THE MILITARY POLICE STATION (BLDG 298).  I HAVE READ AND UNDERSTAND THE POST
REGULATIONS GOVERNING FIREARMS (Fort Knox Reg 210-1, 4 Mar 10).
