SOLDIER CITIZENSHIP APPLICATION PROGRAM UPDATE

The U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (CIS) recently announced some fee increases, effective 30 April 2004.  These fee increases affect all non-citizen Soldiers who have not applied for citizenship.  
The application for naturalization (CIS Form N-400) fee increases from $260 to $320, and the biometric fee (formerly called the fingerprint fee) increases from $50 to $70. 
These revised fees are among the changes that will soon be posted in The Soldier’s Guide to Citizenship Application at Web site https://www.perscomonline.army.mil/tagd/pssd/ins.htm.  .  The complete list of CIS fee increases is at U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (CIS) website http://www.uscis.gov/.

According to CIS, applications for citizenship received after 30 April 2004 must include full payment of the new fees or be returned to the applicant due to insufficient funds. Although the National Defense Authorization Act for FY04 exempts military personnel applying under the military facilitated program from the payment of all naturalization fees effective 1 October 2004, all military personnel who submit applications for citizenship before this date are required to pay these fees.
